The Literacy Trust was established by Dame Marie Clay and is administered by the NZRA. This enables a teacher, within the first 6 years of their career, to participate in a high quality professional development experience.   


Under this award the Marie Clay Literacy Trust will pay an amount towards the registration, travel and accommodation.
